LOCKING AND UNLOCKING
WARNING
For all warnings and cautions, refer to your Owner's handbook.

Double locking the doors with the key
Turn the key to the lock position twice within three seconds to double lock the doors.
Double locking the doors and the luggage compartment lid with the remote control
Press button B twice within three seconds.
Opening the luggage compartment lid
| A | Main luggage compartment lid |
| B | Upper luggage compartment lid |
Opening the main luggage compartment lid with the remote control
Press button C on the remote control twice within three seconds.
Opening the upper luggage compartment lid with the remote control
Press and hold button C on the remote control.
GLOBAL OPENING AND CLOSING
WARNING
For all warnings and cautions, refer to your Owner's handbook.
To open or close all the windows, press and hold the lock or the unlock button on the remote control for at least three seconds. Press either the lock or the unlock button again to stop the function.
DISARMING THE ALARM
The system can be deactivated at any time, even when the alarm is sounding, by unlocking the vehicle from the outside.
The system will be deactivated if:

WARNING

Intermittent wipe
Pull the lever towards the steering wheel.
CHANGING THE WIPER BLADES
Windscreen wiper blades
WARNINGS
Set the windscreen wipers in the service position to change the wiper blades.
You can use the service position in winter to provide easier access to the wiper blades for freeing them from snow and ice. The windscreen wipers will return to their normal position as soon as you switch on the ignition so make sure that the outside of the windscreen is free from snow and ice before you switch on the ignition.

AUTOLAMPS
WARNING
In severe weather conditions, it may be necessary to switch your headlamps on manually.
Note: If you have switched autolamps on, you can only switch the main beam on when autolamps has switched the headlamps on.
The headlamps will come on and go off automatically depending on the ambient light.
POWER WINDOWS
WARNING
For all warnings and cautions, refer to your Owner's handbook.
To reduce wind noise or buffeting when just one window is open, open the opposite window slightly.
INFORMATION DISPLAYS
WARNING
For all warnings and cautions, refer to your Owner's handbook.
Various systems on your vehicle can be controlled using the multi-function lever on the steering column. Corresponding information is displayed in the information display.
Controls
Use the rotary control:
Press the SET/RESET button to:
TRIP COMPUTER
Distance to empty
Indicates the approximate distance the vehicle will travel on the fuel remaining in the tank. Changes in driving pattern may cause the value to vary.
MANUAL CLIMATE CONTROL
Cooling the interior quickly
Heating the interior quickly
Recommended settings for cooling
Open the centre and side air vents.
Direct the air vents toward your face.
Recommended settings for heating
Open the centre and side air vents.
Direct the side air vents toward the side windows.
Defrosting and demisting the windscreen
Note: Turn the air conditioning on to assist windscreen and side window demisting.
Note: Turn the heater control to maximum heat to assist windscreen and side window defrosting.
Make sure that the blower and A/C is on. The indicator in the switch will illuminate during defrosting and demisting.
If you move the air distribution control to a position other than windscreen, the A/C will remain on.
You can switch the air conditioning and recirculated air on and off while the air distribution control is set to windscreen.
AUTOMATIC CLIMATE CONTROL
| A | Windscreen defrosting and demisting |
| B | Toggle mono mode on and off |
| C | Air conditioning OFF |
| D | Recirculated air |

Recommended settings: AUTO, 22°C (72°F).
Mono mode
In mono mode, the temperature settings for both the driver’s and passenger’s side are linked. If you adjust the temperature using the rotary control on the driver’s side, the settings will be adjusted to the same setting on the passenger’s side.
HEATED WINDOWS AND MIRRORS
Heated windows
Use the heated windows to defrost or demist the windscreen or rear window.
Note: The heated windows operate only when the engine is running.

Heated exterior mirrors
Electric exterior mirrors are fitted with a heating element that will defrost or demist the mirror glass. They will switch on automatically when you switch the heated rear window on.
HEAD RESTRAINTS
WARNING

Adjust the head restraint so that the top of it is level with the top of your head.

Failure to start
If you are unable to start your vehicle carry out the following procedure.
If you are still unable to start your vehicle carry out the following procedure.
DIESEL PARTICULATE FILTER
During regeneration at low speed or engine idle, you may smell a hot metallic odour and could notice a clicking metallic sound. This is due to the high temperatures reached during regeneration and is normal.
SWITCHING OFF THE ENGINE
WARNINGS
For all warnings and cautions, refer to your Owner's handbook.
When you switch your engine off, the cooling system fans may run on for several minutes, even if the ignition is switched off. The fans may also start running again after some time if the coolant temperature rises due to a build-up of heat. Take care not to get any fingers or clothing such as ties or scarves caught in the fan.
FUEL FILLER FLAP
WARNING
For all warnings and cautions, refer to your Owner's Manual.
Press the flap to open it. Open the flap fully until it engages.
Insert the fuel nozzle up to and including the first notch on the nozzle A. Keep it resting on the cover of the fuel pipe opening.
WARNING
We recommend that you remove the fuel nozzle slowly to allow any residual fuel to drain into the fuel tank. Alternatively you can wait 10 seconds before removing the fuel nozzle.
Slightly raise the fuel nozzle to remove it.
HINTS ON DRIVING WITH ANTI-LOCK BRAKES
Note: When the system is operating, the brake pedal will pulse and may travel further. Maintain pressure on the brake pedal. You may also hear a noise from the system. This is normal.
The ABS will not eliminate the risks when:
CRUISE CONTROL
WARNING
For all warnings and cautions, refer to your Owner's handbook.
Cruise control allows you to control your speed using the switches on the steering wheel. You can use cruise control when you exceed approximately 30 km/h (20 mph).
ECONOMICAL DRIVING
Gear shifting
Using the highest drivable gear appropriate for the road conditions will improve fuel consumption.
Anticipation
Adjusting your vehicle speed and the distance to other vehicles without the need for heavy braking or acceleration will improve fuel consumption.
Efficient speed
Higher speeds use more fuel. Reducing your cruising speed on open roads will improve fuel consumption.
BLUETOOTH SETUP
The Bluetooth mobile phone part of the system provides interaction with the audio system and your mobile phone. It allows you to use the audio system to make and receive calls without having to hold your mobile phone.
During bonding, if your mobile phone asks you to authorize the automatic connection, select YES.
